‘ON THE WINGS OF HISTORY’ VISITS NBAA SCHEDULERS & DISPATCHERS CONFERENCE IN SAN ANTONIO
January 12, 2013 - Phoenix, AZ – In the interest and spirit of aviation safety and international access for all commercial air traffic, the Lee Owens Foundation (LOF) will launch a tribute flight around the world this spring in commemoration of the achievements of African American aviators.  The flight is sponsored by BaseOps/World Fuels and will feature a small team of legendary aviators supporting the piloting skills of Captain Lee Owens of Oxford Aviation.  The world flight is a case study in trip planning and international facility issue resolution.  Foundation representatives plan to visit this month’s National Business Aviation Association - 2013 NBAA Schedulers & Dispatchers Conference.
Captain Lee Owens, a veteran airline administrator, chief pilot and flight instructor will fly solo next May 19, 2013 in a Red Tail Stewart P-51D a 3/4 scale replica of the North American Mustang used by the Tuskegee Airman in many of their famous fighter missions. 

The purpose of the foundation and historic flight is to help raise funding to educate young aviators, support all US War Veterans and also to raise awareness of the ravages of prostate cancer.  The flight offers a special opportunity to image your corporation or organization across the nation and around the world in one of the most epic journeys of our time.    Corporate imaging opportunities will include logos on the plane, flight suits, banners and all other printed materials.   The foundation hopes to identify additional sponsors to help secure the new mission plane that will carry Capt. Owens safely around the world and back.
